Monday – Our School Values

Tuesday – Singing 

Our focus for this worship is singing. 

We sing a mixture of traditional and 

modern songs and focus on our own-

wellbeing through the enjoyment of 

music and inclusivity.  

Wednesday – Pray for the World  

Our worship leaders focus on current 

events and news around the world. 

We reflect upon the experiences of 

others and develop our 

understanding of the world around 

us.

Thursday – Bible Stories 

Our worship leaders focus on our six 

school Christian values throughout 

the year as we learn about different 

stories from the Bible. We take part in 

drama and storytelling and we learn 

about the messages and morals 

within the stories, also reflecting upon 

our own lives and actions.
